	Local news bulletins
	At least hourly at peaktime weekdays and weekends. Outside peak, UK-wide, nations and international news should feature.


Shared arrangements (if applicable)
	Co-location
	May co-locate in Honiley (with Warwick/Stratford/Coventry)


	Programme sharing
	Up to six of the ten locally made weekday hours (other than breakfast) may be shared regionally with the AL 217-1 (Staffs), AL299-1 (Banbury), AL052 (Coventry), AL 185-2 (Stratford), and AL 301 (Warwick) licences.

	Weekday breakfast and drivetime, and weekend late breakfast

	Daytime
	0600 to 1900 weekday and weekend

	Locally-made
	Production and presentation from within the licensed area
